
ZERO TOLERANCE ALERT 
“Running at Large” is a dog which is not confined within the owner's 
premises, owner's fence or under the control of the owner or keeper or his or her 
agent at heel or by means of a leash, chain, rope or cord not more than ten feet 
in length, and of sufficient strength to control the conduct of the animal. 
 
Allowing your dog to Running at Large will subject you to receiving a citation.  
The citation will be issued on THE FIRST OFFENSE, and the fine amount is a 
maximum of $2,000.  You cannot walk your dog while it is not secured by a 
leash, nor can your dog be allowed to “exercise” and be loose outside of their 
enclosure.
